IMPORTANT CHANGES TO YOUR RECYCLING
Simpler Recycling is here. 
You can now recycle a wider 
range of items at home such 
as rinsed out food and drink 
cartons (Tetra Paks) and empty 
aerosols. These can now be added 
to your dry mixed recycling bin. 
Other new items you can also 
recycle include: squeezy metal 
tubes such as the type used for 
tomato puree; squeezy plastic 
tubes such as toothpaste and 
cosmetics tubes and non-black 
plastic plant pots.

Being able to recycle more items 
is positive news – for the planet 
and your pocket. Recycling is the
